Discipline

Our teachers and staff seek to help all
children become self-disciplined. Children
are in the process of growing up and
learning what behaviors are considerate,
thoughtful and conducive to the smooth
functioning of the group. To make these
behaviors part of their personality, adults
must let them know when they are dis-
playing appropriate and inappropriate ac-
tions.

When children behave in ways that are
hurtful to others or are defiant to the adults

who are responsible for them, they will be
disciplined.

The following consequences will be used
to change these behaviors. The teacher
or responsible adult will:
1. Make eye contact with child
2. Move to an area near the
child
3. Give a verbal reprimand
4. Use time out in the class
room
5. Parents notified via Broken
Rule Notice
Loss of recess(es)
Use time out in the office
Ask for director’s help to
change the child’s behavior.
Director will contact parent
via phone.
